Knhoisan s the combined name for two ancient ethnic groups of southorn Afrca: the
Knhoikho (a tradiional herding Society) and the San (a hunter-gatherer society). The
Khoisan people were the originalinhabitants of much of souther Afica. As the
migrating Bantu moved in, the nomadic San moved into more arid regions wher the
Bantu could not grow crops. Later, European setlers Seized Khoisan land and kiled
Targe numbers of the Khoisan. Diseases carried by Europeans killed many more. Today,
many of the remaining Khoisan fve in the Kalahari Desert in Namibia, Botswana, and
South Afrca.
